Promotion
SC members promoted the section in their country and other countries. For example, 

· Monika Mertens held a stand to this effect, at the 1st Conference for German-speaking children’s and young adults’ librarians in Remscheid (Nordrhein-Westfalen, Germany) (19 to 22 February) ; 

· V. Quiñones was invited to present the Section’s work, especially Sister Libraries, at the 2014 Bibliothekartag, German Library Associations conference in Bremen (June 3-6)

· Partnership with IBBY: Ingrid Källström represented the section at IBBY conference in Mexico (September10-13), with a paper at their GA.

PROJECTS AND ACTIVITIES
Sister Libraries for Children and Young Adults’ reading
· Project launched in November 2009, cf http://www.ifla.org/libraries-for-children-and-ya/projects; has become a permanent programme.
· Funded by PC from 2010 to 2013; funded in 2014 par Fagforbundet, Norway with 2419,40 €, used for project coordination tasks for which Ulla Pötsönen was appointed, and short travels for programme promotion.
· 82 participating libraries, from 32 countries - 53 public libraries (incl. national libraries), 25 school libraries, 4 others; 47 libraries involved in pairings
· the programme coordination was improved: participant list kept up to date both on the website and on a file for inside use, constant correspondence with participants, frequent collective emails to all participants.
· Sister Libraries’ joint activities are very diverse; some of them have been described in the project blog. Ongoing evaluation by Dr Carolynn Rankin, Leeds Beckett University, UK.
· Promotion and outcomes: promotion in the Section’s Newsletter and FB page; by SC members in their country; at a session at Lyon conference; an article was published in an IFLA publication edited by SIG Interreligious Dialogue: Libraries serving Dialogue.
The World through Picture Books
· The project, launched in 2011, was funded by PC in 2013 and 2014. 

· The 1st edition of the catalogue, published in 2013, was sold as an IFLA Professional report and also downloaded from IFLA site where it was published, and printed without charge. 

· New country (or parts of countries) lists were added: Australia, Greenland, Guyane (France), Hungary, Ivory Coast, Martinique (France), New Zealand, Québec (Canada), Slovenia, Spain, Togo, Turkey, United Arab Emirates. 

· A 2nd, expanded edition of the catalogue was prepared, including the new lists and an enlarged introduction, with a bank of ideas on how to use the catalogue and the exhibitions. The catalogue presents now around 500 books published in 37 languages; all book reviews are published bilingually in the original language and English.

· Books from new countries were requested by country coordinators to publishers, who sent them to the National Libraries of France and Japan. These libraries kindly manage the exhibition travelling.

· The exhibition set in France was shown at Belgrade City Library and at La Part-Dieu library in Lyon during IFLA conference. The exhibition set in Japan was shown at the International Library of Children’s Literature in Tokyo, Shizuoka Prefectural Central Library, Ibaraki Prefectural Library,  Rikuzen-Takata Public Library, N.P.O. Ureshino Children’s Library and Ōfunato Civic Hall & Library. 

· Promotion and outcomes: promotion through SC members, FB page and Newsletter. A paper updating on the project and highlighting some countries’ selections was presented at a session in Lyon. This project has been very well received. The exhibition attracts both adults and children; the catalogue is much appreciated.
Partnership with ALMA (Astrid Lindgren Memorial Award)
The Section nominates outstanding reading promotion programmes. Three nomination were submitted: Praesa (South-Africa), “Abuelas cuentacuentos” (Argentina) and Lubuto (US-Zambia).

Follow-up of collaboration with FAIFE
For the envisaged publication of Guidelines on Social Media and Privacy, the section had contributed on FAIFE’s request with advice on the subject, regarding children’s libraries. This publication was postponed but the section’s work continued, and a “Statement on the safe use of social media in children’s libraries” was presented at a session in Lyon. This Statement might develop into Guidelines in the future.
Support of Lyon Declaration
The section has prepared a Brief in support of Lyon Declaration, explaining how libraries for children and young adults are supporting development by providing access to information and also including examples and recommendations.
Others
The Guidelines for Library Services for Young Adults were translated into Turkish.
Preparation of future projects
The SC has started considering for the future: The World through Books for Young People (in partnership with section Literacy and Reading), the preparation of a revised edition of the Guidelines for Children’s Library Services, an annotated international bibliography on children’s books on religions (in partnership with SIG Interreligious Dialogue), a new way of promoting Best Practices.
PUBLICATIONS
· The presentations by Virginia Walter and Dalia Hamada in one of the section’s sessions at IFLAconference in Singapore were published in IFLA Journal.
· A chapter on Sister Libraries was published in IFLA publication Libraries serving Dialogue

· The World through Picture Books : Expanded 2nd edition was realized and finished in Dec 2014. It will be published as an IFLA Professional Report in January 2015

· SCL Newsletter – two issues – editor Ulla Pötsönen.

The theme for the first Newsletter was Sport and Libraries. It was decided in Lyon that the Newsletter would no longer be published as a pdf but as a collection of on-line articles. The new formula was prepared and launched with the December issue (which actually appeared in January).

· The “Conferences” page of the section’s website was updated with papers from previous Satellite Conferences (either papers were published on the site when the satellite website no longer existed, or links were given)

· News and other publications on IFLA site, the section’s mailing list, the Sister Libraries blog.
CONFERENCES: WLIC LYON
· Open session: Libraries creating content for/with children and young adults.  App. 275 participants (that stayed for all session; more than 500 at a point).

· Open session: Libraries in Africa meeting the needs of children and young adults. Organised with section Africa. App. 200 participants.

· Off-site session at La Part-Dieu Library: Transmedia as a cultural approach for children and young adults. App. 130 participants.

· Open session: Opening up to the world - IFLA participative programs for children's and young adults' libraries. App. 150 participants.

· Satellite conference in Paris, France, on August 23rd at BnF, organized with the Centre national de documentation pédagogique and other French partners, IFLA section School Libraries and IASL: 15 to 20 year-olds reading across the world :  Why? Where? How? 100 delegates from around 15 countries.
